2. The tournament will be conducted
under the International Rules of Tennis,
the Rules and Regulations and the Code
of Conduct of New Zealand Tennis.

3. The New Zealand Tennis Inc Code of
Conduct will be posted at the
Tournament venue and will be strictly
adhered to.

4. It is expected that all players and
parents will participate with discipline,
honesty and fair play.

7. Play will commence at 8:30am each day
unless otherwise stated.

9. The warmup period shall not exceed
five minutes.

11. All players must be prepared to
umpire.

13. Parents, Coaches and spectators must
not communicate tactical or strategic
match advice with the players or be on the
courts during matches.
